@) short Adjectives > Add —est
e These are adjectives with one syllable (or sometimes two if ending in -y).
e For most short adjectives, add —est to form the superlative.

Adjective | Superlative | Example Sentence

tall tallest This is the tallest tree in the park.

fast fastest What's the fastest way to travel?

cold coldest Antarctica is the coldest place on Earth.

’ If the adjective ends in a consonant + vowel + consonant (e.g., big - bigger),

double the final consonant before adding —est:
big > biggest

@ Long Adjectives - Use most / least + adjective
e These are adjectives with two or more syllables.
e You can’t add —est—just use most for positive and least for negative comparisons.

Adjective | Superlative Form | Example Sentence

beautiful most beautiful This is the most beautiful region in our country.
expensive | least expensive What's the least expensive city to visit?
interesting | most interesting | We met the most interesting people at the café.

@ Irregular Adjectives - Use Special Forms
Some adjectives don’t follow normal rules. These are irregular and must be

memorized.
Positive | Comparative | Superlative | Example Sentence
good better best | had the best time on vacation.
bad worse worst What’s the worst problem in the city?
far farther farthest That’s the farthest park from here.
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@Superlatives with Nouns = Use the most / the least + noun

Used to express quantity or number, especially with countable or uncountable nouns.

the most + noun

This stadium has the most seats.

the least + noun

That store has the least traffic.

the most tourism

France has the most tourism in the world.

the least pollution

This area has the least pollution.

wonders, places, or extreme records.
